However, there
was a serious scheme proposed in 1882 that might have had a significant impact on the town of Filey
and Filey Bay. The proposal was ambitious with plans toRiley in to a fortified naval base.

Convicts would have provided the labour and this would have necessitated the construction of a
prison. The scheme involved building a harbour to the north of Church Ravine. The harbour was to
be served by a branch railywaunning along the ravine and contemporary maps show there to be
